[bookmark: Text14]6a.	Cass County Sheriff Presentation – Firearm Safety
	Deputy Sheriff Travis Collette addressed the Council regarding laws pertaining to discharge of firearms. He noted that he brought a copy of the State laws. He stated that the County Sheriff’s department will only enforce State and County laws. If the City chose to adopt an ordinance regarding limitation of discharging of firearms, the City would be responsible for enforcing that ordinance.

Molly Thompson from Schlenner Wenner & Associates presented the 2014 audit to the Council. 

PLANNING & ZONING
[bookmark: Text18]7a.	Jim Deanovic Variance Application 2015-20
Planning Commission Chair Buxton addressed the Council regarding the variance application for the boathouse relocation and upgrade on the Deanovic property. He noted that the Planning Commission approved the variance with the following conditions: 1) moving the proposed building 20’ to the west and moving it back to meet the 50’ setback, 2) grant the 8002’ structure with a maximum height 20’ as measured from the lakeside of the building. Mr. Deanovic addressed the Council and proposed a new plan. The Council looked over the plan and noted that it would probably pass, but noted that the Planning Commission has not looked at it and they need to approve a plan before it comes to the Council for approval. The Council decided to send the application back to the Planning Commission for the next meeting (June 30, 2015).

M/S/P, all ayes, Councilors ,  to send Variance Application 2015-20 back to the Planning Commission for the June 30, 2015 meeting for their recommendation.

7b.	East Pointe Homeowner’s Association CUP Application 2015-21
Planning Commission Chair Buxton addressed the Council regarding the CUP application for construction of new entrance signs for East Pointe. He noted that the Planning Commission recommends approval of the application subject to the findings and conditions presented.

M/S/P, all ayes, Councilors ,  to  request for CUP Application 2015-21 to construct new entrance signs subject to the findings and conditions presented.

Chair Buxton noted that Mr. Engel had come in to discuss the firearm safety issue and was informed that the Sheriff would be at this meeting. He also referred the Council to the Planning & Zoning Administrator’s report noting the number of permits, etc. He noted that the Planning Commission discussed Section III of the Comprehension Plan, but there were no decisions made for updating that section as of yet. He noted that there will be an update at the next meeting.

WASTEWATER & ROAD REPORT
8a.	2015 Legacy and County Road 70 Area Sewer Extension Project
SEH Engineer Jeff Ledin reported to the Council regarding the feasibility study done for the project. Discussion ensued regarding the connections that would be involved. He noted that the Wastewater Committee met and discussed the feasibility study. Mr. Ledin stated that if the Council decided to move forward with this project, he suggested adoption of the feasibility study and approval of the plans and specifications to support assessing the cost for the project. Mayor Kavanaugh stated that the wastewater committee is recommending to the Council to pass the plans and specifications to move forward with the project. He noted that the two residents involved and Cragun’s are in favor of the project. Mr. Ledin noted that SEH will be getting quotes for the project to get the project started this year. The Council agreed to order the plans and specs and Mr. Ledin noted that they would be ready with quotes by the August meeting.

M/S/P, all ayes, Councilors ,  to adopt the feasibility study and order the preparation of plans and specs for quotes for a cost not to exceed $3,000.00.

8b.	Update on Kavanaugh easement issue
Mr. Ledin noted that SEH is completing work on the project. He noted that there will be need for an extension in the area and it needs to be worked out as to what direction to take.
