Mayor Kavanaugh opened the meeting noting all Councilors were present and turned over the meeting to Cass County Assessor’s Office. 
· Dave Adams appealed the value of his property on East Pointe. Mayor Kavanaugh asked about the estimated land value going up. Judy Dean noted that the land value in the area has gone up. Mr. Adams noted that there have been no improvements done on the property and is questioning the increase in the assessed value. Councilor Bergin addressed the board regarding the housing at East Pointe. Mr. Adams noted he could not sell the property for what it is assessed at. Councilor Hoffmann noted he would like the County to take another look at the property for assessment. He noted he would like Mr. Adams to appeal to the County for that to happen. 
There were no changes made on the assessment for Mr. Adams as the Council would like the County take a closer look at the property.
[bookmark: Dropdown1]Councilor   moved and Councilor  seconded the motion to leave Mr. Adams property valued at 436,900.00. Roll Call vote with Councilor Bergin abstaining. Motion carried.
· Eric Peterson addressed the board regarding the Legacy Village development. He reviewed his submitted letter. Mark Peterson replied by explaining how they evaluated the assessed the properties in the Legacy Village, noting it was hard to value the land value due to the fact that the land is not being sold alone. Councilor Hoffmann noted he felt $150,000 is high for an assessment on vacant lots. Discussion ensued regarding the determination of the land value.
[bookmark: _Hlk38965490]The Council decided to change the assessed value of the vacant, unimproved land at the Legacy Village to $70,000.00 and the improved properties land value at $100,000.00, including the model home owned by the developer.
Councilor   moved and Councilor  seconded the motion to change the property value of the unimproved land in the Legacy Village from $150,000.00 to $70,000.00 and the improved properties land value at $100,000.00. Roll Call vote. Motion carried.
Councilor   moved and Councilor  seconded the motion to change the assessment of the Robert Olson and Nancy Phillips land value to $100,000.00. Roll Call vote of 4/5, with Councilor Ruttger not currently in attendance. Motion carried.
Steven Carr of 1862 Yellow Moccasin Trail, sent a letter asking for a change in the assessment from 2.7M.  He listed the property at 2.3M.
Councilor   moved and Councilor  seconded the motion to leave the assessment of the Steven Carr property. Roll Call vote. Motion carried.
Paul Sickmann of 1312 Hillview Forest Rd, sent a letter asking for a reduction in the assessment from $698,500. It was noted that it is a nice piece of property on Gull Lake and  that he purchased it for a very good price.
Councilor   moved and Councilor  seconded the motion to leave the assessment of the Paul Sickmann property. Roll Call vote. Motion carried.
